‭ • Bars (granola, fruit, cereal, breakfast, protein)‬

‭ • Individual cups of instant oatmeal‬

‭ • Individual cups of cereal‬

‭ • 100% juice boxes/pouches (no glass bottles; no soft drinks)‬

‭ • Prego Ready Meals, Barilla pasta entrees, Hormel Compleats‬

‭ • Chicken or tuna snack packs with crackers‬
